A Message from your Pastor 

Dear Friends, 

The readings for today are called 

apocalyptic literature.  This kind of scriptural 

writing took place during times of persecution 

when straightforward writing could get you 

persecuted or killed.  It usually features visions 

or dreams revealed to the writer, predictions of 

the future, fantastic imagery, mystical symbols, 

and the prediction of the end of the age.  The 

goal of the writing was not to scare Christians, 

but to give them hope during tough times.  Like the first reading, which 

talks about challenges yet concludes, ñBut the wise shall shine brightly 

like the splendor of the firmament, and those who lead the many to 

justice shall be like the stars forever.ò 

In todayôs gospel, Jesus talks about how the world, as we 

experience it, will someday end: ñThe sun will be darkened, the moon 

will not give forth its light, stars will fall from heaven, and the powers of 

heaven will be shaken.ò  Such is how our world will end.  When Jesus 

says this, I think he is not only talking about cosmic cataclysms, but the 

cataclysms of our heart.  Each of us, in our journey through life, 

experiences those moments when our inner world is shaken, turned 

upside down; when it gets dark in the middle of the day, there is an 

earthquake in our heart, and we experience the end of the world as 

weôve known it.  Just as the goal of apocalyptic writing was to give the 

Christians hope during tough times, it is to give us hope when we 

experience our heart shattering moments.  We need to be reminded that, 

in the end, we are being held by God and he, in the end, is victorious. 

I have found in my own journey with God that these tough 

moments where I have to rely totally on God bring about breakthroughs 

in my spiritual quest.  What the cataclysms of the heart do is to take 

away everything that feels like solid earth so that I end up in a free-fall, 

unable to grab on to anything that once supported me.  But, in falling, I 

also get closer to bedrock, to God, to truth, beyond illusions, and beyond 

selfishness.  I need every now and then to have God give me apocalyptic 

moments so that I cling to what really matters rather than to the things of 

this earth.  What at first appears to be persecution can be a gift from God 

that brings me closer to Him, my final goal. 

Do not let the readings discourage you today.  The vision of an 

end time is not meant to scare you, but to let you know that even then, in 

the end, it is God that matters.  Nothing else.  And He will be victorious. 

When you have your own dark moments, when your sun is darkened and 

the moon does not shine its light on you, remember that God is there to 

hold on to and he will be faithful.
