A Message from your Pastor 

Dear Friends, 
 
 In the story of Christianity, there have always been folks who believed 
that they could be Christians without a church community.  It is probably to 
challenge this notion that some of the first Christian writings were 
instructions about how Christians live and work together.  The early epistles 
of St. Paul were addressed to church communities not to individuals.  They 
taught about a life together, not a Christian life lived alone.  Our independent 
spirits can sometimes prompt us to believe that we can find salvation alone, 
but in the Christian experience that is not possible. 
 You cannot tell the story of God without telling the story of Israel.  You cannot tell the story of 
Jesus without telling the story of his followers.  When we say the creed at Sunday Mass, it is not an 
accident that after we profess what we believe in God, we follow it with a profession of a belief in a

community, but it is embodied in the community through its actions formed by worship and morals.  It is 
only through this church that any of us have learned what God wills for the world and for us.  More than 
that, the community itself becomes the place where God dwells.  As St. Paul teaches in those first years

within the church can be unfaithful, God remains faithful.  God does not let that failure overwhelm the 
church.  God remains faithful and creates and sustains the church from one generation to the next. 
 When Jesus announces the Kingdom of God and when we announce the Kingdom of God today, it is 
addressed to a people not to individuals.  Even the end result of the Kingdom, the goal of the Kingdom is 
the gathering of the people of God into union with God.  The heavenly goal is not aloneness it is 
togetherness.  To think that we would find total aloneness in the after-life is more of a vision of hell than 
of heaven; aloneness is being separated from God and from othersɂaway from love.  Each time the 
church gathers for Eucharist we are anticipating the heavenly banquetɂpeople gathered around their 
God and, not only gathered, but finding intimate union with God in the Eucharistic feast.  Once again, not 
an experience done alone, but done together. 
 Perhaps one of the reasons that people have struggled with the truth of the necessity of being a 
part of the church is that we, who are active in the church, do not always live the reality of who we are.  In 
our second reading for this Sunday, St. Paul beautifully teaches us about the profound reality of how we 
ÁÒÅ ÔÏ ÂÅ ÔÈÅ ÃÈÕÒÃÈȡ ȰBrothers and sisters: If you were raised with Christ, seek what is above, where Christ is 
seated at the right hand of God.  Think of what is above, not of what is on earth.  For you have died, and your 
life is hidden with Christ in God.

Put to death, then, the parts of you that are earthly: Immorality, impurity, passion, evil desire, and the greed 
that is idolatry.  Stop lying to one another, since you have taken off the old self with its practices and have 
put on the new self, which is being renewed, for knowledge, in the image of its creator.  Here there is not

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L ITURGY  CORNER : ORANS 
Orans is a Latin word meaning òpraying.ó  It also defines the formal posture assumed by a priest whenever he 

prays during Mass.  Any time he directly addresses God, the priest stands with his hands slightly raised and 
outstretched.  This gesture can be traced to stories of Moses (Ex 9:29) and descriptions of prayer in the psalms (28:2; 
63:4, 134:2).  It resembles the gesture of a small child ready to hug or asking to be lifted up.  Tertullian, a second-
century father of the church from North Africa, said that extending hands in prayer bears witness to the cross of 
Christ.  Depictions of early Christians in the orans position can be found in the catacombs.  The gesture has had an 
honored place in the history of the Roman liturgy. 

The precise position admits some variation.  After the council of Trent, priests were instructed to raise their 
hands no higher nor wider than the shoulder, palms facing each other and the fingers of each hand joined.  Some still 
follow that former rubric, even though it is no longer in force.  Some stand with arms spread completely outstretched 
to the sides, while others choose a mid-position.  Some stand with arms lifted up high, palms facing out, in a gesture 
that says in another context, òDonõt shoot!ó but here implies a reverent surrender to God in prayer.  The priest is to 
assume a recognizable prayer posture.  In this way he, the assembly, and God all know what is going on during the 
most solemn parts of the Mass. 

Some communities have found it helpful for the assembly to assume the orans position when it prays 
together, for example, at the Lordõs Prayer.  Although many Catholics may join hands at that time, they could stand 
with arms outstretched, palms upraised.  Some will find this posture helpful at private prayer. 

A member of the armed forces assumes a specific posture when addressing a superior.  You hold the 
telephone a certain way if you expect the person you called to hear.  Christians traditionally stand in the orans 
position when we address God.

FOOD SAFETY AT FAIRS AND  
FESTIVALS 
A big part of summer for many 
people is attending fairs and 

festivals.  There 
are always fun 
things to see and 
experience, 
including art work, 
music, games, and 

rides.  One of the biggest draws to 
these events is the many different 
types of foods and drinks available. 
Because food borne illnesses 
increase during the summer months, 
it is even more important to follow 
food safety steps.  Many food borne 
illnesses are caused by consuming 
foods or beverages contaminated 
with germs.  One reason for the 
increase of food borne illnesses in 
the summertime is that people are 
cooking and eating outside at places 
such as fairs and festivals more 
often.  The usual safety controls that 
a kitchen provides, like thermostat-
controlled cooking, refrigeration, 
and washing facilities, may not be 
available when cooking and dining 
at these events.  Remember that 
food safety practices should be the 
same at fairs as they are at home: 
Clean, Separate, Cook, and Chill.  
When purchasing food from a 
vendor, look for healthy options 
first.  If they are not available, 
consider bringing your own food to 
save money and calories.  Bringing 
food from home allows you to eat a 
healthy meal or snack as a family, 
while still enjoying the festive 
atmosphere around you.  Don't 
forget to keep your food stored 
appropriately in a cooler if it needs 
to be chilled to keep from spoiling.  
And remember to bring the hand 
sanitizer!
